97% of the projected increase in emissions between now & 2030 comes from 
non-OECD countries – three-quarters from China, India & the Middle East 
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Reductions in energy-related CO2 

in the 450ppm Policy Scenario
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Energy efficiency is the largest contributor

Renewables, nuclear and CCS also play key roles
OECD and non-OECD countries must both work towards reducing CO2 emissions
